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Civil Discourse and Freedom of Expression at WSU 
 
Many universities around the US are facing a range of flashpoints with responses to them 
varying widely.  Effectively managing these flashpoints is a priority and requires proactive 
planning.  WSU has created a Flashpoint response Team composed of administration from 
Strategic Communications, Student Affairs and Academic Affairs to review policies and 
procedures currently in place and provide recommendations for responding to such instances.
