The 
policy is articulated in the catalog in the MCLL section, and clearly states that the deadline will be 
announced in all classes, but there is no reason why anyone on the committee would have been 
aware of this. Had the issue come up in the LAS Exceptions Committee, someone might have 
pointed out that the student's claim of "mis-advisement" was probably disingenuous, and 
discussion of that possibility would have followed. However, the student's major was not in LAS; 
consequently, the petition went through another college committee and then on to the UAEC. The 
chair of the aggrieved department was advised to make sure that the chairpersons of all the 
college-level exceptions committees know the local regulation. However, this was a specific case, 
and there may be other department- or college-specific policies of which exceptions committees 
should be made aware.
