Dave Flemming, technical direc-
tor for the production, was busy
working on details as he was being
interviewed, He belleves that the
setting should supplement the
play. He commented, “If it does
not support the author, the setting
has missed the boat.”

Set Can Ruin Play

The setting does not necessarily
have to follow the stage directions
called for in the seript. “A poor
set can ruin a play just as a bad
actor can ruin a play,” mentioned
Flemming. Excitement and sus-
pense, plus a depressing mood are
the prime responses which the set
of this play will try to evoke.

Because ‘of the English setting,
the Tudor arch effect has been
used. An angular quality has been
added to enhance excitement. A
cluttered effect has been produced
with dark brown wood which has
prompted a deep, depressing ef-
fect.

The stage has an angular, un-
balanced setting. Flemming ex-
plained this was done in order to
match the unbalanced personali-
ties of the characters. Brown and
maroon were purposely chosen to
provide an earthly effect.

Devices Employed

A clever illusion has been creat-
ed in the first scene of the play.
The judge appears to be seated,
but he is actually standing. The
judge’s bench is hinged, and folds
back when the setting is raised.
Leanard Carter, shop supervisor
and  head carpenter, and Gary
Crook, master electrician, have
shared the headaches with Flem-
ming.  Work began later than
usual and has taken about two
weeks to complete.

In
November, he spoke in Parsons,
Lawrence, Emporia, Topeka, Man-
hattan, and Pittsburg.

Frank Vannerson, president of
the University’s Collegiate Young
Democrats, attended the Senator’s
speech at Kansas University. Van-
nerson said that the student audi-
ence at KU was held spellbound
by Humphrey’s dramatic presenta-
tion,

Sen. Humphrey will begin his
day in Wichita with an 8 a.m.
press conference in the Sedgwick
County Court House. After his
address in the Commons, he will
make his third speech of the
morning to delegates of the Na-
tional Wheatgrowers Assn.

Labor Leaders’ Guest

He will be the guest of local
and regional leaders at a noon
luncheon, and is scheduled to visit
with  Sedgwick County and 4th
District Democratic precinet com-
mittee members in the afternoon.
He will return to the campus for
an 8 p.m. address in the Fine Arts
Auditorium.

Sen. Humphrey first received
national recognition when he led
a liberal demand for a strong
civil rights plank in the platform
adopted by the 1948 Democratic
National Convention.

Serving Senate Term

He is now serving his second
term in the Senate, where he is
a member of two committees,

Foreign Relations and Agriculture.
In addition, he served a term as
a member of the United States
delegation to the General Assem-
bly of the United Nations.

Last December Humphrey was
publicized nationally for his meet-
ing in the Kremlin with Soviet
Premier Khrushchev.

Two letters to the Editor printed in the Sunflower (one
today and the other on Friday) accused the paper’s staff of
irresponsible journalism.

We are going to state some facts and let our readers
draw their own conclusions.

The letter appearing in last Friday’s issue of the Sun-
flower accused us of “parroting the official Communist
line."”

The author of the letter then went on to say we used
the terms “communism” and ‘“socialism’” as synonyms, in
opposition to the “free enterprise” form of government.

Someone is confused on composition and gram-
mar—and it was not the Sunflower reporter who wrote
the article.

Clearer reading of the story should indicate to the let-
ter writer that he was picking words out of context.

Today's letter finds its writer denying he asked for
the resignation of the SGA treasurer, as reported in the
Sunflower.

The reporter was guilty of being late to the meeting,
that cannot be denied. We were informed that Congressman
Lawless “called” for the resignation, If Lawless did not
“call” for a resignation in those words, he certainly implied
it was in order.

All quotes point to the fact that the remainder of the
SGA members also thought Lawless was asking for a
resignation.

“All we can do is get a treasurer who can handle
the job at this time,” one member said.

Another chimed in, “I've got nothing against Carole
(Hicks) but we need someone else.”

“The job should be one for someone interested,” re-
marked another SGA congress representative. While a top
SGA officer said, “I have nothing personal against her
either, but we need someone who can get the job done.”

These were only a few of many quotations we could
have written in our SGA report on Friday. Maybe we should
have.

On the other hand, we would have received more than
the one letter, if we had quoted other SGA congressmen.

We have found in the past that student govern-
ment meetings often find congressmen making state-
ments, and afterwards, asking if The Sunflower would
delete the remarks.

We Get Letters . ..

To the Editor:

I read with considerable interest
your front page, headline story
entitled “SGA Treasurer Comes
Under Fire; Lawless calls for
Hicks’' Resignation,” (Dec. 4 is-
sue.)

Following the publication of this
article, 1 was accused of such
things as “all efficency, no human-
ity; rabble rousing; anti-Greek in
general, anti-Delta Delta Delta in
particular, and anti-Treasurer
Hicks specifically.”

Since these accusations were in-
ferred from your paper, 1 can
only resort to your paper to refute
them; they are entirely untrue.

I bear no ill-feeling.

To treat the first accusation
concerning “all efficency, no hu-
manity,” 1 have this to say: I
have had a warm friendship with
Miss Hicks since our first meeting.

This friendship has been based
on our mutual views as to the
goals of student government, our
mutual convictions over past and
current issues and a mutual re-
spect for each other’'s debate at
SGA meetings. I have in the past,
and I still do, consider Miss Hicks
one of the most outstanding mem-
bers of SGA.

But last year my party, the
BARBS, and the opposition party
(BPOC) made several promises to
the student body. All of these
promises might be included under
the general heading of “‘effective
student government.”

Whenever personal friendship
and the fullfillment of these pro-
mises conflict, one must, of course,
decide. I have decided in favor of
the latter. SGA cannot function
without a treasurer.

At our last meeting, the agend‘n
included a proposition called “Fi-
nancial Authorization,” which was
to give the essential of power_of
the Treasurer to the Executl_ve
Secretary. It was argued that M}ss
Hicks was unable to comply with
the duties ascribed her in the
Constitution: that bills had not
been paid; that because of con-
flicting interests, the Treasurer
was unable to attend meetings;
and that giving the power to the
Executive Secretary would elimi-
nate the problem.

I rose in objection for three
main reasons: (1) the measure
was unconstitutional (Art. 111
Sec. 3, Par. 5); (2) the officers
of the Association are empawered
with responsiblities that cannot be
denied or transferred; (3) the
Congress, if it is to function
properly, cannot afford to lose one
single member. If one cannot exe-
cute his duties, another must be
appointed in his place.

I did not call for Miss Hicks’
resignation.

After listing these objections,
I asked that Miss Hicks be pre-
sent at our next meeting and
give a full report. The Congress
was unanimous in their approval.
Whether or not she will continue
as Treasurer will be left solely

to Miss Hicks. I cannot, and I do
not, wish to force her resignation.

While it is true that T am an
independent, the charge of my
being anti-Greek is wholly falla-
cious. When I feel that the in-
terests of the independants are
being violated by Greek interests,
I rise in severe objection. But 1
realize that if you want something
done, it is the Greeks who will
usually do it. 1T spend many hours
of my time in an effort to have
our Student Government do some-
thing worthwhile—to be opposed
to the Greeks would be absurd.
