The Student Honor System 
wr.ich has received so much dis­
cussio11 pro and con during the 
last few weeks, is now up before 
the Student Council for reconsid-
eration and amendment. 
Many people have expressed sen­
timent against the present sys­
tem, yet few have given the mat­
ter t hought enough to suggest 
constructive chan~es. There are 
very few, however, who are 
against the system in sp:rit but 
many seem to be merely against 
the present mecr.anism of the 
Court. There are those who op­
pose the method of report ing, the 
so-called "1)roctoring" or "tattle 
tale" system. Some oppose other 
things about the system for per­
fect ly fa ir and tenable reasons. 
Now that t he opportunity has 
presented itself, no one should · 
fail to accept the privilege o( ex­
pressing· an op:nion in tr.is most 
vital question.

Credit for Debaters 

In recognition of services in foren­
sics, letters will be given to members 
of the men's and women's debate 
teams, by the Student Council, accord­
ing to action taken by that body in 
its regular meeting i\londay night. A 
petition is being presented to the ad­
ministration, asking for scholastic 
credit to be given to me m-bers of these 
teams. 

In ordel' to win · this award, it is 
necessary to participate in a full sea­
son of debates. The alternates on the 
squad, who participate in a reason­
able number of debates, and who fol­
low the work carefully through the 
season, will be able to receive the Jet­
te,· and credit. The letters will be 
similar to those awa1·ded to member s 
of the band and glee club, and will be 
designed by the art class. 

The revision oi the Honor System 
was discussed, and three changes were 
suggested. These were : 1. To repeal 
the art icle providing for special proc­
tors to be appointed in extreme cases. 
2. To r epeal the present method of 
turning in names, 'by means of sealed 
report, s ig ned by t\vo witnesses. 3. 
To change the pe1:sonnel of the court 
to include a member from each so-
ciety. These were merely offered as
